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Important Information
Case studies and Bachelor’s theses of category 1 are papers on public law in a broad sense.
This includes the compulsory modules Civil Procedure Law, Criminal Law, Public Law, and Tax Law
and the corresponding core elective modules in particular.

Case studies and Bachelor’s theses of category 2 are papers on private law in a broad sense. This
includes the compulsory modules Private Law and Trade and Business Law and the corresponding core elective modules in particular.

Case studies and Bachelor’s theses of category 3 are papers outside of public law
and private law in a broad sense (e.g. Sociology of Law, Legal History). These papers do not count towards the requirement of Clause 4.3.2 StudO BLaw, according to which one paper must be on public and private law each.

Evaluation of Academic Achievement
Assessments are graded on a scale from 1 to 6. Half-grades are permissible (Section 29 RO).

The grades have the following meaning:

6	excellent
5.5	very good
5	good
4.5	satisfactory
4	sufficient

Credits are awarded if the academic achievement was awarded at least a grade 4 or marked as passed. Credits for a
module are granted either entirely or not at all.

For ungraded modules, a distinction is made between “pass” (BEST) and “fail” (N.BE) in the transcript of records.

The degree is assigned a Bachelor’s or Master’s grade. This grade is the weighted average by credits of the grades awarded
for the graded modules of the Bachelor’s or Master’s degree program (Section 51 RO).

Excellent and very good overall performances in Bachelor’s and Master’s degrees are awarded a distinction as follows (Section 52 RO):

above 5.5 – 6 summa cum laude
above 5 – 5.5 magna cum laude

Instructions on the Right to Appeal
